Dear Parents/Guardians of Roseway Heights Scientists, 

Plans for this year’s Roseway Heights Science Fair are quickly unfolding and we are expecting many students to take part this year! 

In order to participate in the fair, students are encouraged to do a science investigation that involves using the scientific inquiry process. Students should choose a question that can be answered with results from an experiment or investigation of their own design. 

The reason we conduct a science fair is to have students practice the scientific inquiry process:

Framing the Investigation (determine your question and coming up with a hypothesis)

Designing the Investigation (project planning, materials needed, “what will my experiment/investigation look like?”)


Collecting and Presenting Data (conduct the experiment)

Analyzing and Reporting

This process is valuable to our students because:

• Real world scientists use this method so it provides relevant, meaningful experience for students

• It is part of what will be required of students to know in order to pass the State Science Standard

• By following the science inquiry process, students use higher level thinking skills, even if a project topic may appear simple.

• It provides students with an integrated hands-on experience that results in a project to share with an authentic, interested audience that involving speaking and writing.

Remember to “keep it simple” as you approach helping your child develop a question to investigate.
